Please, read this manual before using the device. This manual contains important information regarding your
safety, as well as recommendations concerning the correct use and maintenance of this appliance. Keep this
manual together with cash register receipt and, if possible, carton and packaging material. This instruction
manual describes different types of this device. The device you purchased may differ slightly from the
description in the manual, which does not affect the methods of use and operation. The manufacturer
reserves the right to make minor changes to the device without additional notice which is not fundamentally
affect its safety, performance and functionality. There may be some misprints in text and digital notations in
the present manual.

Important safeguards and descriptions contained in this manual do not include all possible situations that you
may experience using the device.

1. This device should only be charged using the appropriate adapter (adapter is not included in the
package).

2. Be sure to unplug the charger before cleaning the epilator under water.

3. When the product is stained, soft cloth can be used to take neutral lotion and wipe. Do not use
alcohol, gasoline or other chemicals to wipe.

4.  When abnormal conditions (such as odor, temperature and sound) occur during using the product,
it should be closed immediately and stopped using.

5. Do not attempt to repair the device yourself. If problems occur, contact the seller.

6. Read the manual thoroughfully and keep it for future reference.

7. Before switching on the appliance for the first time please check if the technical specifications
indicated on the unit correspond to the mains parameters.

8. The appliance should be used only for domestic use in accordance with the present manual. The
appliance is not intended for industrial use.

All root hair removal methods can lead to skin irritation (such as itching, discomfort and redness) depending
on the condition of the skin and hair. This reaction is normal and usually passes quickly, however, irritation
may be stronger when hair is removed from the root in the first few times or with sensitive skin.

Skin reactions and pain sensations are significantly reduced with repeated use of the device.

If, after 36 hours, the irritation has not gone away from the skin, it is recommended to consult a doctor.

To minimize the risk of infection or inflammation due to bacteria entering micro-lesions on the skin,
thoroughly clean the epilation head and the skin surface before each procedure. If you have any doubts
about using the device, consult your doctor.

3. DESIGNATION

This device is designed for body and face care: epilation, shaving, cleansing. With its help, you can remove hair
from the body and face using various attachments from the kit, as well as take care of the skin — clean and
massage. The timberk epilator can be used on dry and wet skin, it is permissible to use it in the bathroom or

shower.

The device is suitable for use on dry skin, as well as on wet skin in the bath or shower. If you want to use

creams or body lotion, apply them after using the device.
For a soft and less painful epilation, use the device on wet skin with or without regular shower gel.
